'TRANSPORT MALTA' (TM) is the Authority for Transport in Malta responsible to standardize and regulate all modes of transport (road, sea and air).  Transport Malta falls directly under the auspices of the Ministry for Infrastructure, Transport and Capital Projects.

Objectives and Policies of the Merchant Shipping Directorate within Transport Malta





Regulating, controlling and administering all matters related to merchant shipping (including ship and yacht registration) under the Malta Flag and to oversee the technical performance of the fleet with regards to safety and pollution prevention;


Regulating the employment and certification of seafarers, promote and advance the skills of seafarers and of persons employed in the marine industry;  


Overseeing courses run by twenty-two approved institutions both in Malta and abroad;


Regulating and controlling the licencing of shipping organisations;


Regulating, controlling and administering maritime radio communication services for ships registered under the Maltese Flag;


The Directorate is responsible for transposing and enforcing International and EU Legislation to the extent that it relates to on-board vessel requirements.








Recent Achievements 





As at end of December 2019, 8,594 vessels totalling a gross tonnage of 82.93 million were registered under the Malta Flag.





Over the past decade, the Malta Flag has seen a growth of 63.73% in ship registration and 129% growth in gross tonnage, making the Malta Flag the largest Flag in Europe and the sixth largest worldwide.

In its role as a Flag State, Transport Malta (MSD) may play a very active role in carrying out Impact Assessments and Analyses on how the innovative technology/ processes/ software/ service being tested by the project may affect the current legal/regulatory/ administrative scenario and how the latter may be modified to accommodate the innovative action being explored.  





TM (MSD)’s role in Demonstration projects may include: 


Analysis of any phasing which needs to take place in order to make it easier for vessels to comply with any new legislation to be transposed;


Analysis of crew training available and any re-training required as well as the accompanying qualifications and certificates which must be put in place;


Analysis of the administrative processes currently in place and proposals on how these may be changed in order to accommodate the testing being demonstrated;


Analysis of technology allowed on-board various types of ships;


Analysis of any additional infrastructure required on-board (retrofitting) which may need to be installed to cater for the innovative action being tested to make the ship future ready;


Analysis of what legal frameworks are in place which allow (or do not allow) such retrofitting to take place on board and if not allowed, which legislation needs to be amended in order to allow such equipment to be installed;


Engage in extensive stakeholder engagement which gathers feedback from the Ship Owners’ and Managers’ perspective.  MSD can bring the following actors to the table: 


Local Agents who act as charterers, brokers, bunkering agents, provide transhipments for general cargo, freight forwarding and logistics;


Shipping Companies (Manning/ Crewing/ Managers);


Educational Institutions;


Individual Seafarers. 





Main areas of interest under the LC-GD-5-1-2020: Green airports and ports as multimodal hubs for sustainable and smart mobility – Area B: Green Ports:





Piloting and demonstrations of digitalization in ports, particularly those targeting the reduction of ship time at berth;


The assessment of non-technological framework conditions including potential regulatory actions which can provide financial/operational incentives for implementing low-emission solutions;


Development of multi-actor governance arrangements that address interactions between all port-related stakeholders especially from a regulatory perspective as a Flag State (in its broad sense) and as a Port State (restricted to on-board inspections of ships entering Maltese harbours).
